I urge the Select Board to vacate the Historic District Commission’s decision to approve the certificate of appropriateness to demolish 10 New Whale Street. Send the application back to the HDC for a fair and proper hearing that follows the demolition policy of Building with Nantucket in Mind. 10 New Whale Street is a historic building that contributes to Nantucket’s National Historic Landmark District. Its demolition would erode the historic character of Nantucket’s waterfront. 
At the HDC’s July 8, 2025 meeting, public comment was unfairly limited. The HDC failed to give due consideration to all expert opinions (including that of Glenn Boornazian) regarding the present condition of 10 New Whale Street, National Grid’s responsibility for that condition, and the feasibility of its restoration. 
Please vote to remand proceedings to the HDC with instruction that it give full consideration of the facts and assure a fair hearing respectful of the historic character of Nantucket’s waterfront, a major element of the island’s designation as a National Historic Landmark District.
